AND WHEREAS, it is expedient to replace the said Ordinance by an
Act of the State Legislature ; it is hereby enacted in the Fifty-ninth Year

Magistrate, shall send the information, along with his report, to
the District Magistrate of the district in whose jurisdiction such
persons or section or sections or class or classes of such persons
are residing, to recover the amount from them.

5. (1) The Bombay Police (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 is hereby
repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken
(including any order issued) under the principal Act, as amended by
the said Ordinance, shall be deemed to have been done, taken or
issued, as the case may be, under the corresponding provisions of
the principal Act, as amended by this Act.
