ORDER
New Delhi, the 16th October, 2017

S.0. 3349(E).—WHEREAS, the Admiralty (Jurisdiction and Settlement of Maritime Claims) Act, 2017 (22 of
2017) (hereinafter referred to as the said Act) received the Assent of the President on the gh August, 2017,

AND WHEREAS, clause (b) of sub-section (2) of section 16 of the said Act provides for making rules by the
Central Government relating to the practice and procedure of admiralty jurisdiction under the said Act including fees,
costs and expenses in such proceedings;

AND WHEREAS, sub-section (3) of section 16 of the said Act provides that until the rules are made under sub-
section (2) by the Central Government, all rules for the time being in force governing the exercise of admiralty
jurisdiction in the High Courts shall be applicable for admiralty proceedings;

AND WHEREAS, the Colonial Courts of Admiralty (India) Act, 1891 and other enactments mentioned in
section17 shall stand repealed on bringing into force of the provisions of the said Act;

AND WHEREAS, High Courts having admiralty jurisdiction have framed rules regulating the procedures to be
followed in dealing with admiralty matters, fees, costs and expenses etc., under the Colonial Courts of Admiralty
Act, 1890;

AND WHEREAS, clause (b) of sub-section (2) of section 16 of the said Act which provides for making rules
for the procedure to be followed in High Court and fees to be prescribed may not be feasible as the procedure and fee

may differ from High Court to High Court;
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AND WHEREAS, it is not possible to frame uniform procedural rules for various High Courts which are
situated in different geographical locations and are having different procedures and practices;

AND WHEREAS, difficulties have arisen in making the rules by the Central Government under clause (b) of
sub-section (2) of section 16 of the Act to provide for practice and procedure of admiralty jurisdiction, including fees,
costs and expenses in such proceedings, as the respective High Court are appropriate authorities to make such rules to be
followed in admiralty matters;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 18 of the Admiralty
(Jurisdiction and Settlement of Maritime Claims) Act, 2017, the Central Government hereby makes the following Order
to remove the said difficulties, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Order may be called the Admiralty Jurisdiction and Settlement
of Maritime Claims (Removal of Difficulties) Order, 2017.

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
2. In the Admiralty (Jurisdiction and Settlement of Maritime Claims) Act, 2017 in section 16.—
(a) clause (b) of sub-section (2) shall be omitted;
(b) the existing clause (c) of sub-section (2) shall renumbered as clause (b); and
(c) after sub-section (2), the following sub-section shall be inserted, namely:—
“(3) The rules for regulating the practice and procedure of admiralty jurisdiction including fees,
costs and expenses in such proceedings, shall be made by the respective High Courts having
jurisdiction to deal with admiralty matter”.
