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of Amendments to Amendments. I beg to move:

“That with reference to amendment No. 2381 of the List of Amendments and No. 139 of List II (Third
Week) after article 162 the following article be inserted :—

‘162-A.  At any sitting of the Legislative Council of State, while any resolution
for the removal of the Chairman from his office is under consideration, the
Chairman, or while any resolution for the removal of the Deputy Chairman
from his office is under consideration, the Deputy Chairman, shall not, though
he is present, preside, and the provisions of clause (2) of the last preceding
article shall apply in relation to every such sitting as they apply in relation to
a sitting from which the Chairman or, as the case may be, the Deputy Chairman
is absent.’ ”

I need hardly say anything in support of this. It is just on the same lines as
article 159-A which we have just adopted and we might readily adopt this amendment.

(Amendment Nos. 2376 to 2380 were not moved.)

Mr. President  : I put article 161 to vote and put this last amendment 196 separately.

Mr. President : The question is:

“That article 161 stand part of the Constitution.”

The motion was adopted.

Article 161 was added to the Constitution.

Article 162

Mr. President : Then I take up article 162. New article 162-A will come later.

(Amendments Nos. 2383, and 2384 and 2385 were not moved.)

Then there is no amendment to article 162.

The question is:

“That article 162 stand part of the Constitution.”

The motion was adopted.

Article 162 was added to the Constitution.
