On expiry of one hundred and twenty days from the date of service of
summons, you shall forfeit the right to file the written statement and the
Court shall not allow the written statement to be taken on record.
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You are required to appear in this Court in person, or by a
pleader duly instructed, and able to answer all material questions relating to
suit, or who shall be accompanied by some person able to answer all such
questions, on the day of at O'clock in
the noon, to answer the claim; and further you are hereby to
produce on the said day all documents in your possession or power upon
which you base your defense or claim for set-off or counter-claim, and where
you rely on any other document whether in your possession or power or not,
as evidence in support or you defense or claim for set-off, or counter-claim
you shall enter such documents in list to be annexed to the written statement.

Take notice that, in default of your appearance on the day before
mentioned, the suit will be heard and determined in your absence.
